Skipper Responsibilities

Although cruising with a fleet enhances the security of boats, each skipper in the Boston
Yacht Club’s 2010 Annual Cruise must be prepared to operate his or her own vessel
without dependence on others. The Boston Yacht Club, members of the Cruise
Committee and the Port Officers of the Day, assume no liability or responsibility for the
safety and welfare of persons or boats participating in the cruise.

The contents of this manual and all other written or verbal communications given to
cruise participants are for general reference in day-to-day planning. Although the
information in this guide is intended to be accurate, it should be verified by anyone
using it. Mileage estimates are approximates and will vary depending on course.

Individual captains have final responsibility for:

* the safety of their boat, crew, and guests

* the seaworthiness of their boat

» compliance with all applicable laws and regulations, including United
States Coast Guard safety regulations and the “Rules of the Road”

* the exercise of prudent seamanship and navigation

* possession and understanding of appropriate navigation equipment,
relevant charts and other navigational data, including applicable tide and
current tables

* the exemplary behavior of crew and guests, whether afloat or ashore

« filing a float plan with a friend or relative

Radio Communication

All cruise participants are encouraged to monitor VHF channel 80 throughout the day.
This will be the primary method for communication during the cruise.

There will be a Roll Call at 8:00 AM each day on VHF channel 80 (low power — 1 watt
only) conducted by the Port Officer of the Day. All cruise participants are expected to
attend and be accounted for. Weather forecasts and cruise activities for the day will be
discussed. The daily advisory is not intended to be a substitute for captains’ meetings,
if called.
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Leaving or Joining the Fleet

If a boat is participating in only part of the cruise, the skipper should notify the Port
Officer of the Day in advance to let that person know when the boat will be either
leaving or joining the fleet. Cooperation of all cruise participants will avoid anxious
moments about those departing the fleet, and will assure a ready welcome for those
joining en route.

Port Arrival

The first boat to arrive at the destination port should radio the Port Officer of the Day to
inform that person that he has arrived and to furnish any information that might be
useful to the fleet. The first boat should pave the way for the rest of the fleet by
informing the local dock master that the other boats are en route.
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Port Officer of the Day

With full respect for the independent authority of each skipper, the Cruise Committee
has appointed a “Port Officer of the Day” (POD) for each day of the cruise. The Port
Officer of the Day shall be responsible for the morning roll call, any fleet
announcements, as well as for making decisions (in consultation with the Cruise
Committee and others as appropriate) and communicating decisions affecting the fleet
that day.

Responsibilities

Communications with the fleet will be by VHF channel 80 and at captain’s meetings if
called by the Port Officer of the Day. The Port Officer of the Day will address the fleet at
8:00 AM each morning over VHF channel 80 and address the following items:

Roll call: Call out the name of each yacht provided in the Fleet Roster section of this
Cruise Guide. Keep a written record of whether each yacht responds and of any special
plans for that day, if provided, by each skipper. At the completion of roll call, repeat the
names of any vessels that did not answer the first time. See below regarding the
detailed procedure for the roll call.

Weather update: The Port Officer of the Day is responsible for the weather forecast
for that day to the cruise participants following roll call. In the event of inclement
weather, the Port Officer of the Day will announce, usually after discussion at a
Skipper’'s Meeting, whether the fleet will proceed to the next scheduled harbor. The final
decision to proceed lies with each individual skipper. If a participating yacht chooses to
travel to the next harbor when the fleet is not moving, the skipper should report this to
the Port Officer of the Day.

Review relevant data regarding currents for the day
Review any unusual hazards to navigation

Review plans for the day, including cruise events scheduled for that day.
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Solicit any other news or events from the fleet

Daily “hatch” prize: There will be a daily “hatch” prize, but you must be present when
your boat name is called for attendance in order to win. The Port Officer of the Day
should contact Charlie Garrard on Merlin and have him announce the winner.

Creative comments from the Port Officer of the Day are welcome at this point.
Detailed Instructions for the Roll Call

1. The Port Officer of the Day (POD) starts roll call on VHF channel 80 (low power — 1
watt) at 8:00 A.M.

2. POD: “This is [Name of POD], BYC Port Officer of the Day. | will now commence the
daily roll call. [Call the first yacht name in the Fleet Port Roster].”

3. YACHT CAPTAIN OR CREW MEMBER RESPONDS: “[Yacht name], present.” Mark
each yacht as present or absent in the Fleet Port Roster as you go through the list of
yachts.

4. POD: “[Next yacht name in the fleet port roster].” Complete the roster.
5. Should a yacht fail to return the call from the POD, the POD moves to the next vessel

in the list. Each non-responding yacht's name should be called again at the end of the
roll call.

Introduction

The quaint charm and elegance of Padanaram can be seen in the grand homes around
the harbor, as well as the quiet streets and the salty waterfront. But there’s one thing
that sets Padanaram apart from many other destinations: you won't find it listed on any
chart. The charts say Apponagansett Bay is in the town of South Dartmouth, but
everyone knows it's really the historic village of Padanaram.

Padanaram History

In 1652, members of the Plymouth Colony met with Massasoit, Chief of the
Wampanoag tribe, to discuss purchasing an almost 61-square-mile peninsula on
Apponagansett Bay. The deal was struck for various items including blankets, utensils,
tools, shoes, and wampum. The colonists, using the Native American name for the bay
and nearby river, called their village Ponagansett.

By the mid-18th century, shipbuilding and related industries made it a thriving
settlement. One shipbuilder, Laban Thatcher, who arrived in 1800 from Cape Cod and
whose fortune was built on a tenacious work ethic and a deeply religious life, became
one of Ponagansett’s leading citizens. He impressed his neighbors with his philanthropy
so strongly that they decided to rename the village. Because the biblical Laban was
commanded by God to go to Padan-aram in what is now Syria to marry, multiply, and
live a long and prosperous life, the village was renamed Padanaram in honor of
Thatcher.

Getting Here

The trip from Marblehead to Padanaram is about 70 miles and will take power boaters
an easy day, but sail boaters more likely 2 days. There are several nice ports to stop
over along the way such as Scituate, Plymouth or Sandwich.

Entering the canal is straightforward, although the entrance demands some attention.
Vessels under 65’ may enter the canal without clearance, even if the traffic lights at the
entrance are red, although you might pay close attention to see what could be headed
your way on a red light. When in the canal you should monitor both VHF channels 13
and 16. The speed limit in the canal is 10 mph (8.7 knots). Current in the canal can run
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at over 4 knots, so making the passage on a fair current is strongly advised, very
essential for sailboats.

If you are transiting the canal on Saturday, July 31 the canal runs west from 0200 until
0700 and again from 1330 to 1900. If a southwesterly sea breeze is predicted for
Buzzards Bay in the afternoon, the clash of the wind and current can make for an
uncomfortable chop. The sea breeze usually builds in the afternoon, so you may prefer
and early morning run through the canal. If it appears a choppy ride in Buzzards Bay,
an option is to exit the main channel just south of Mashnee Island and head over to the
old channel, which runs just to the northwest of Wing’s Neck. For more details, see the
following description.

“The Washing Machine”

In the summer, the prevailing wind blowing up Buzzard’s Bay is from the southwest. In
the afternoon, this breeze frequently is enhanced by a thermal sea breeze, which can
yield winds in the mid-teens pretty regularly. When this wind blows in opposition to the
ebb current (which is favorable for boats going from Mass Bay to Buzzard’s Bay) the
result is the “washing machine.” Close-spaced, standing four-to-six-foot waves can
make this passage memorable from the railroad bridge all way to abeam Cleveland
Ledge. Sailboats with their smaller engines can have a particularly unpleasant time. If
you have not had this experience, ask anyone who has and then make some plans to
avoid it if possible.

There are several possibilities. First if the wind does not blow from the southwest or is
very light, there will be no problem. However, this is something that you can'’t really
plan on very far in advance so another plan might be good.

Many of us cruisers will be arriving at Padanarum on Saturday, August 31. A departure
from Marblehead on Saturday morning, moving nicely at 7 knots over the ground, will
have us arriving at the railroad bridge at 3-4:00 pm which will be close to max ebb of 4.3
knots at 4:55 pm EDT. If the southwesterly is blowing, you don’t want to be there, even
though, in theory you will have a favorable current. To avoid this it would be best if you
can transit the canal and Hog Island Channel by 2:00 pm (slack water is at 1:18 pm).
This will involve bucking the current in the canal, which is slow, but very pleasant. To
do this, a very early departure will be needed depending on how fast your vessel can go
or an intermediate stop in Scituate or Plymouth Friday night combined with an early
departure will get you through in time.

Finally, if you find yourself transiting the canal at mid-afternoon on Saturday and the
southwesterly is blowing, you will know about the time you approach the railroad bridge
that the washing machine is on. There is an alternate route you will want to consider.
At red bell R18, Mashnee Island will be immediately on your left. Keeping Mashnee
Island fairly close on your left, leave the Hog Island channel and head southeast for can
C9 that marks the Wing Neck channel. This well-marked deep channel was the result
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on dredging for an earlier abandoned effort to build the Cape Cod Canal. It does not
have the high velocity current and is much smoother. Please consult your charts when
considering this route. It is straightforward, but there are a 5- and a 6-foot area which
should be avoided by going directly to can C9.

On Arrival at Padanaram

The current in this part of Buzzards Bay runs gently and makes the perfect excuse to
take in the natural beauty of Apponagansett Bay slowly. The way into Padanaram is
from the south and east and is clearly marked, but pay attention to the markers and
your charts as there are several rocks and ledges at boat-eating depths. Give all buoys
plenty of room. From RG “AB” Fl (2+1) R 6s GONG steer to Gl R 4s 25ft 5M “8” at the
Apponagansett Bay's breakwater.

The NBYC has excellent launch service (on channel 68.) You should consider using the
launch although there is a dinghy dock; at low tide, the inshore side of the dinghy dock
is very shallow and you can damage your dinghy propeller.

Slips, Moorings, Anchoring

The Cruise Committee has requested reservations per your sign-up form. Slips may be
limited and will be available based on sign-up, size of boat, and draft. Please hail the NBYC
on Channel 68 when passing nun #12 and they will direct you to a slip or mooring. Then go
to the NBYC office and register; please inform them that you are with the BYC. Anchoring is
permitted in the southwest corner across from the breakwater with permission from the
harbormaster. No rafting is allowed without permission from the harbormaster. Launch
service runs from 0800 to 2200. Please let the NBYC know when you depart.

Jan van Heek, August 1

Introduction

After breakfast at the New Bedford Yacht Club and the class on making your Nantucket
vase, a leisurely trip of about 12 nm to Cuttyhunk is ahead.

Cuttyhunk is the “quiet” island in Buzzards Bay. The island was discovered in 1602. A
small number of people live here year-round, most people drive around in golf carts.
The island is safe, clean, and relatively unspoiled.

When you get there and you have not reserved a slip you can pick up a mooring or join
another BYC boat on a mooring. Moorings are available in the Pond or near the
entrance in the outer harbor, but they fill up quickly!

Then explore the beautiful walks on the island and last but not least the unspoiled
beaches. Provisioning is not the thing to do here, because there is only a small market
with limited choices.

As on previous trips to the island, your cruise committee will set up on the beach and
organize a number of fun activities, culminating in a Caribbean Beach Party. We will
provide cocktails, beer and wine, YOU wear your BEST CARIBBEAN OUTFITS!

To get there, beach your dinghy, but make sure you secure it well because tide and
passing boats create a strong pull. Of course you can also walk from the town dock.

The Cuttyhunk Shellfish Farm has set up their tent for us and will serve a BYC lobster
and clambake. Remember, Cuttyhunk is a dry island, so BYOB!

Getting Here

It is a pleasant jog of about 12 NM from Padanaram to Cutty. You can go either side of
Penikese Island taking nuns R2, R4 and bell R6 on your right as you approach from the
west. If you go to the east of Penikese Island, head toward RW Bell CH and split nun
R2E and can G1E. Then head for Bell R6 at the channel entrance.

You approach Cuttyhunk between Gull Island and Nashawena Island. Head to Red Bell
“6”, which is at the entrance of Cuttyhunk Pond. Make sure you stay well in the middle
of the channel when entering in to the Pond.
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On arrival at Cuttyhunk

The channel into Cuttyhunk Pond has 7 feet of water at low tide in the center. High tide
is at 12:47 pm Sunday and has a 3-foot swing. Low tide is at 6:09 am on Monday.
Finally, as you enter Cuttyhunk Pond, you may be tempted as you clear Copicut Neck
on your right to head straight on into the mooring field as the chart seems to show
plenty of water. Don’t (if you are a sailboat). Continue in the channel on a straight line
until you can turn 90 degrees to the right into the mooring field which is marked by white
buoys.

The moorings are first-come, first-served and there should be no problem on a Sunday
night. If it is full, however, there are two other mooring fields in quiet water outside on
either side of the entrance to the channel.

There is an adequate dinghy dock at the Cuttyhunk Marina where the slips are. There
are also lots of places to beach your dinghy if you want to go exploring.

Introduction

Nantucket Island, or “The Faraway Land” as translated from the language of the native
Wampanoags, is 30 miles off the south coast of Cape Cod. The island is 14 miles long
and just 3 1/2 miles wide. It is a beautiful oasis with more than 40 % of the island set
aside as conservation land. Nantucket's 82 miles of beaches are accessible to the
public. Inland on this idyllic island are a third of the wild moors found in America.

Nantucket is a prime tourist destination and summer colony. The population of the
island soars from approximately 10,000 to 50,000 during the summer months.

Nantucket history

But the island wasn’t always a tourist mecca: in 1602, 1,500 members of the
Wampanoag Tribe populated the island, when Captain Bartholomew Gosnold
discovered it. In 1641, the English, who controlled the land from the coast of Maine to
New York, deeded the island Thomas Mayhew . Eighteen years later, Mayhew sold his
interests to nine men, among them Tristram Coffin, Thomas Macy, Christopher Hussey
for “thirty pounds...and two Beaver hats one for myself and one for my wife.” These
names are still common around the island.

Long before English came to the island, though, the Wampanoags had salvaged dead
whales that washed ashore; they learned to value the meat and the oil. It's thought that
early inhabitants later took small boats out to whale close to the shore. Offshore
whaling began in 1673 and by 1719, that number had increased to 25. From the mid-
1700s to the late 1830s the island was the whaling capital of the world, with as many as
150 ships making port in Nantucket during its peak. This was the age of the island’s
greatest prosperity, and Nantucket whalemen became legendary for their courage in
their long sea voyages.

During its whaling days, Nantucket was the third largest city in Massachusetts, with a
population of 10,000. Only Boston and Salem were larger.

The Great Fire of 1846 destroyed the wharves and much of the business district. This
fire, along with the dwindling demand for whale olil, the silting up of the harbor, and the
discovery of gold in California in 1849, marked the end of the whaling-era prosperity and
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the beginning of an economic depression that lasted until tourism replaced whaling as
Nantucket's economic base.

The whaling era still defines much of Nantucket, for example:

» The roof walks along many of the island’s homes were used to watch for returning
whaling ships;

» Lower Main Street was paved in 1837 with cobblestones, brought here from
Gloucester, where they had been stockpiled after serving as ballast to stabilize ships’
cargoes. The cobblestones allowed heavy, oil laden carts to move up from the wharves
without sinking in the mud.

» Petticoat Row, once located on Centre Street, was named for the many women who
owned and operated the shops that lined the downtown thoroughfares. Women
traditionally ran the town of Nantucket, as their husbands traveled the seas for years at
a time.

Getting Here

Monday is the longest trip of the cruise. It is 45-48 NM from Cuttyhunk to Nantucket.
Your first decision is whether to go east through Quick’s Hole between Nashwena
Island and Pasque Island. It is straightforward and well marked and there is less current
than Woods Hole. However, on Monday, August 2, you will buck adverse current of 1.5
knots until 10:44 am for the 12 miles or so up Vineyard Sound to West Chop. If you go
that way, there are no hazards until you approach West Chop. Stay close to the island
and inside the Middle Ground Shoal which has some six-foot depths.

Alternatively, the current is a favorable .5 knots in Buzzards Bay until 2:45 pm. Slack
water in Woods Hole is at 9:38 am and then turns favorable. The details of a Woods
Hole Passage are well documented and charted elsewhere. Just keep in mind the need
to backsight between marks to make sure that the current does not take you out of the
marked channel. And don’t try to claim right of way from the ferry boats.

Across Nantucket Sound from West Chop to the entrance to Nantucket Harbor is
straight forward and well marked by big noisy marks. We will have favorable current
after 11:30 am.

On arrival at Nantucket

The long channel into Nantucket Harbor is well marked and on rounding Brant Point, the
Nantucket Boat Basin will be straight ahead on your starboard bow. Contact the
Nantucket Boat Basin on Channel 9 as you approach the entrance to the Boat Basin for
slip assignments, instructions and assistance in handling lines. If you want shore
power, the Boat Basin will help and rent you the necessary splitter if you don’t have one.

If you are going for a mooring, contact Nantucket Moorings on Channel 68. The
mooring field is directly across from the Boat Basin entrance. The Town Pier is directly
to the south of the Boat Basin and has a dinghy dock, restrooms and showers.

Things to Do

There’s something for everyone during our open day on Nantucket. Besides the
activities planned by the cruise committee, here are other ideas:

Beaches: Three beaches are fairly close to the harbor—Brant Point (strong current, but
a pleasant spot to watch the boats come in and out of the harbor); Jetties Beach (good
for families, playground, changing rooms); and Children’s Beach (lifeguards, restrooms,
playground, picnic tables). Sheltered Dionis beach is three miles by bike and is a good
place to find seashells.

-Nantucket Shipwreck and Lifesaving Museum, 158 Polpis Road (3.5 miles from
town): This museum is devoted to the history of Nantucket lifesaving, famous
shipwrecks around the island and rescues, life-saving equipment, daily routine at life-
saving stations, and the United States Coast Guard today. Fascinating for children as
well as adults.

-Nantucket Basket Museum , 49 Union: Lightship baskets are unique to the island of
Nantucket. The Museum exhibits and documents a wide range of Lightship Baskets
from the earliest forms created in the 1850s to present-day creations.

-Nantucket Whaling Museum , 13 Broad Street: The Nantucket Whaling Museum
occupies a restored 1847 candle factory and offers top-quality exhibits illustrating
Nantucket's famous whaling era.

-Maria Mitchell Association, at Milk Street: Six buildings dedicated to Nantucket
naturalist and astronomer, Maria Mitchell. There’s a tiny aquarium, an observatory, and
a natural science museum.

Introduction

Like Nantucket, the first residents of this island were the Wampanoags. And like
Nantucket, Thomas Mahew played an important role in the Vineyard’s early history. As
Martha'’s Vineyard’s first governor Thomas Mayhew was hoping to curry royal favor
when he named the county for the Duke of York. Mayhew had friendly relations with the
Wampanoags on the island in part because he was careful to honor their land rights as
well.

The six towns on Martha's Vineyard are different from each other. So are the four
harbors. Our two-day visit is to the harbor and resort town of Oak Bluffs, which has
been a vacation spot since the 1830s, beginning with religious visitors who began to
enjoy the island’s other attractions.

The following is a charming excerpt from the 1923 book MARTHA'S VINEYARD by
Henry Franklin Norton...

CAMP MEETING ASSOCIATION AT OAK BLUFFS

“Perhaps one of the quaintest institutions on the Vineyard is the Martha's Vineyard
Camp-Meeting Association. The first camp-meeting commenced Monday the twenty-
fourth of August, 1835. A meeting has been held every year since excepting the year
1846. In 1836 what is now Oak Bluffs was a sheep pasture, and the huckleberry brush
was so thick that one could hardly get through. The ministers and congregation landed
at Eastville, and walked or rode in ox-carts to a place called "Wesleyan Grove," where
the tabernacle now stands.

“Only nine tents were erected at the first camp-meeting, making a semicircle, in front of
which they had erected a stand of old boards and drift wood, which was called the
"preacher's stand." The congregation sat in the open air on split trees with pegs driven
for legs. There were nearly three hundred at this meeting. These first meetings were
very simple and unique in form. Each succeeding year they assumed larger proportions
until they became the most fully-attended meetings of their kind in this country.

From these few tents, which were later boarded in to make summer cottages the town
of Oak Bluffs grew, until now it is one of the best-known watering places on the northern
Atlantic coast.”
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Getting Here

Simply reverse your course from Monday. Current will be favorable until 12:30 PM so
sailboats should plan a morning departure. Roughly 24 miles later bang a short left
before you get to East Chop and you will be at GR C right outside the entrance to Oak
Bluffs.

On arrival in Oak Bluffs

Oak Bluffs is a pocket-sized harbor but there is plenty of water in the channel and the
center of the harbor. If you are at a slip (which should have been reserved) contact the
harbormaster/Oak Bluff Marina on Channel 71 for instructions. You can also call
regarding moorings that are first-come, first-served; let them know you are with the
cruise. The harbormaster has assured us that he can handle all of us on moorings, but
we may have to raft up on some of them. Regardless, it will be cozy.

Camp Meeting Association, located in the center of Town offers a unique experience for
visitors. Consisting of hundreds of imaginative and colorful gingerbread cottages
containing the most perfectly preserved collection of Carpenter Gothic style architecture
in the world. Guided tours start at the Tabernacle on Thursday at 10:00 a.m. in

August. The tour is about 90 minutes. Fee is $10.00 per person. Children under 10 are
free. A free pass to the Cottage Museum is included.

Visit Edgartown: Edgartown is known for its stately white-painted captain's houses and
churches that are reminiscent of the great whaling era. Edgartown is also home to many
great boutiques and fabulous restaurants, as well as a beautiful waterfront and a unique
Main Street experience.

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1. Circuit Ave. Always the business center of town, it was named for the "circuit” many
of the Camp Ground's preachers rode.

2. Camp Ground. Entrance to the famous Martha's Vineyard Camp Meeting Grounds.
Original owners modeled their cottages after the Victorian styles popular in Newport, but
added unigue Revival elements, especially filigree trim.

3. Tabernacle. The Tabernacle is 100 feet high, and seats more than 3,000. It was built
with wrought iron and replaced a one-ton tent.

4. Lawton Cottage. Said to be the first family cottage to replace a tent, it was
prefabricated, shipped from Rhode Island, and assembled on the site.

5. Cottage Museum. A chance to see the inside of one of the gingerbread cottages and
how cottages were furnished for the past 100. Open 10:30 am to 3:30 pm. Fee.

6. The Ark. Owned by Governor William Sprague of Rhode Island during the Civil War,
this cottage was the most expensive one to build, costing $3,500. The name comes
from its large size and from the rainwater that sometimes surrounds it.

7. Tall Timbers. This gray three-story cottage has long, one-piece pine boards that run
the height of the house and form the principal support for the upper two stories.

8. No. 7. On Commonwealth Avenue, this cottage’s gingerbread woodwork features a
hunter and his dog pursuing a rabbit .

9. Wesley Hotel. Built by A.G. Wesley in 1879 for $18,000, the hotel prospered until a
1894 fire. Three days later, A.G. confessed to arson. He wanted to build “an even
larger, more creditable hotel for the community.” The hotel rehired A.G. as a cook after
he served three years in jail. This sole survivor of the large hotels so prominent in
Cottage City's heyday was remodeled in 1986.

10. Oak Bluffs Harbor. Once a swampy, landlocked pond, this harbor was opened up
to the ocean at the turn of the century

11. Flying Horses Carousel. The oldest operating platform carousel in the country is
registered as a National Historical Landmark. It is one of the two known carousels built
by Charles W.F. Dare in 1876.

12. Civil War Memorial Statue. Gift of Charles Strahan, who served in the Confederate
Army and was editor of the now-defunct Martha's Vineyard Herald, which was printed in
Oak Bluffs. In 1980, the town re-painted the statue. The statue clearly is of a Union
soldier; U.S. is stamped on his kit. But the re-painting in Confederate gray honors
Strahan’'s memory.
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RED BROOK HARBOR

Introduction

Red Brook Harbor offers some of the best natural protection in Buzzards Bay. Bassets
Harbor sits in between Red Brook and Pocasset Harbor and together with Scraggy
Neck it protects the inner harbor area from the prevailing southwesterly winds.

In the mid-19" century, Perry Macomber had a windmill that sharpened lances and
harpoons for New Bedford whalers. His ambitions stretching eastward, Macomber saw
the market rising for grinding grain on Cape Cod, but his mill was in Fair Haven. If only it
was in Buzzards Bay, he thought. So on a cold winter day in 1853, he slid the mill by
oxen across the frozen Buzzards Bay to Red Brook Estate, where it became the largest
wind-powered gristmill on Cape Cod.

Business boomed until a storm damaged the mill arms in 1869. It never opened again
but it was restored in 1906 and moved to its present site just south of Red Brook
Harbor. Flour supplanted the product of the local gristmills and the economy declined in
the area until the turn of the century when Bourne became a popular summer
community and the area got back on its feet.

Getting Here

High tide on Aug 6 is at 1800. If you are concerned about your draft, it is best to enter
the harbor at mid — high tide. So you might want to enjoy a nice afternoon raft-up at
Hadley’s Harbor! (Check the currents through Woods Hole. Current is favorable before
1300 and then turns unfavorable.)

On Arrival at Red Brook

The approach to Red Brook Harbor would be straightforward if it were not for Southwest
Ledge and Seal Rocks which extend to RN “10” about .9nm west of Scraggy Point. To
clear these rocks continue northeast in the Cleveland Ledge Channel until you are more
than 1nm north of Fl R 4s “4”. This gives you clearance of Southwest Ledge as you turn
east into the harbor.

As you enter the outer harbor heading toward Bassetts Island give R G N “ER” plenty of
room. This junction buoy identifies Eustis Rock, which has a 5 ft spot just east of the
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buoy. At R G N “ER” take the south channel to Red Brook. Be mindful of the currents so
you stay in the channel. Also, be careful around green can #3-- give it room. Make sure
to go north of the last red nun west of Handy Point before turning in to Red Brook

Harbor.

For your departure on Saturday, high tide is at 6:17 am so you will have mid-tide depth
until 9:00am. Unfortunately, that same high tide marks the turn of the current to
unfavorable in the canal, so that trip will be slow.

Slips, Moorings, Anchoring

All cruisers are responsible to reserve and pay for their own mooring or slip reservations in
Red Brook Harbor. Both Kingman and Parkers have launch service (Kingman, from 0800-
2230) (Parkers, from 800-2000) and each have a dinghy dock. There is anchoring available
on the other side of Bassetts Island and Hospital Cove where the water is reported to be 8 ft
at mlw. Please check your chart! Anchoring requires permission of the harbormaster.
